Theory of Performance

The ViewAll Vet Imaging Software application is designed to acquire, display, organize, store and output digital
radiographic images for veterinary diagnostics. The software is a common interface for all AFP Imaging’s digital
veterinary X-Ray imaging equipment. In order to capture radiographic and other images, ViewAll Vet must have an active
patient selected. Once the digital radiographic image and/or images are acquired, ViewAll Vet will store the images
in the patient database as DICOM les. After an image has been acquired it is automatically saved and displayed on a
computer monitor. A suite of image processing tools are available for the operator to enhance the displayed image for
their particular diagnostic analysis. Such enhancement tools include, but are not limited to: Magnify, Gamma, Window
and Level, Linear Stretch, and Equalize. Each anatomical template used to acquire digital X-ray images has a layout for
viewing the images together. The Study View tab allows the user to view the selected patient’s images in these pre-
de ned layouts. ViewAll Vetimplements speci ¢ DICOM operations. Please refer to the ViewAll Vet DICOM Conformance
Statement for details.

ViewAll Vet Overview

ViewAll Vet has been designed using a Tabbed interface.
Each tab is designated a speci c set of tasks.

The Patient Tab is designed for selecting the active patient, selecting the active study, adding new owner/patients,
editing existing owner/patient information and conducting various searches under a wide variety of criteria.

The Acquire Tab is designed for the sole purpose of acquiring images. The user is prompted to select an acquisition
template that is appropriate for the current patient. From the template, the user can select the anatomical region and
view or tooth for the X-rays being captured. This information will then be automatically added to each image in their
corresponding DICOM tags and in the patient database.

The Diagnosis View Tab is designed to allow the user to view and edit one image at a time. All of the image
enhancement tools and lIters are located in this tab, as well as annotation tools and demographic data overlays.

The Study View Tab is designed to view images from a study in a prede ned layout. The user can also add new layouts
to the existing study and drag and drop images into the di erent positions.

The Light Box Tab is designed to view multiple images from di erent patients and di erent studies next to each other.
The display automatically arranges the images based on the number and orientation of the selected images. Basic
tools are provided to zoom in and out and adjust brightness, contrast and gamma.



ViewAll Vet Log-In Feature

ViewAll Vet has the optional use of login accounts. It is recommended that each user create an account name and
password. At start-up ViewAll Vet displays the Login window shown below. The login system can be set up to require
user names and passwords or user names without passwords.

Stacks and Work Areas

Each tab area has two main working areas. On the right-hand side of the area is what is called the “stack”. The stack
may be collapsed and expanded as needed and has various subjects that are applicable to whatever tab is selected.
For example, in the Patient tab, the stack on the right has search criteria for sorting through patients and owners, ID
numbers, etc. One of the newer features of this stack is the ability to display DICOM Worklist Patients.

The area on the left is the working area. Both the working area and the stack area have their own smaller tabs. The
Diagnosis View tab, in particular, has a number of smaller tabs in the stack area that pertain to tools, demographics,
annotations, etc.

To create an Emergency patient, click the STAT Patient button.

This will create a patient with the Date and Time as the patient’s name. Use this patient to capture images right away
and then update the patient information afterwards. Quickly nd the STAT patients by selecting the “STAT Patients
Only” quick search button from the right-hand stack area.

The user can search for the Patient Name, Owner Name and/or Patient ID by entering the text in the correct text box
and clicking the “Find” button. Only patients with the matching criteria will be displayed. The user can also choose
dates that images were captured on or in between, again clicking the “Find” button to apply the search. Only patients
with images captured on the selected date or in the selected date range will be displayed.

Use the Provider and Breed searches to only display patients belonging to the selected provider or of the selected
breed.

Once a search is complete, the list of patients will be displayed. Click on the Plus (+) sign next the patient’s name to see
that patients list of studies.

Acquire Tab

The acquire tab is where the user can acquire images for the active patient. If no active patient is selected, the acquire
module will prompt the user to select a patient, or create a STAT patient to continue.

In order to acquire images, there must be a selected hardware device. If a device has already been selected, it will
be displayed in the title bar of the ViewAll Vet window. If no device has been selected, the title bar will display “View
Station”. See below for more details on selecting a device.

Capturing an Image

The user must complete three steps in order to capture a digital X-Ray image. The following steps will demonstrate
using an EVA sensor.

After opening the ViewAll Vet software and logging-in, the user must:

1 Select the active patient.
2. Select the correct Hardware.
3. Select an Acquisition Template.

The rststep is selecting a patient. In the Patient tab, nd the desired patient and Double-Click on the patient’s name.
This patient is now set as the Active Patient. (See page 12 for detailed description of setting the active patient).

The second step is to select the hardware device that you will be using. This step is not often required because the
software remembers the last device that was selected.

Go to Drivers < Driver Manager, and the following window will open. Select the desired hardware, for example, the
Eva sensor, and click Done. The active hardware will be displayed in the title bar of ViewAll Vet.

The third step is to select an acquisition template. The user can choose an Acquisition Template from the drop down
list. Once a template has been selected, the user can select a region and a view (if multiple views are available for the
particular region). The drop down list of templates changes based on the species on the active patient. If a Cat patient
is active, only the cat templates are shown. If a STAT patient is active, all the templates will be shown.

Important Note: When a template is displayed, the rst region/view to be taken will have the numeral “1” shown on
it. This will be the rst of a predetermined order of exposures that are determined in the “Layout Editor” (which will be
discussed later). This order may be altered immediately prior to taking exposures by clicking on the regions/

views desired. Then, upon entering the Sequential or Single Capture mode, the X-rays will be taken in that new
order.

To capture an image, the user must select a capture mode: Single Capture or Sequence Capture. This process has been
somewhat automated by going into the acquire mode automatically upon entering the Acquire Tab. Whether the
Single Capture or Sequence Capture mode starts up is determined by setting this previously in the “Tools < Options
< Acquire Tab Options”lwindow:.Iflonelwantsitolchange’thision(thelfy,simply clicklonlthel“StoplAcquisition”button!
in the Acquire Tab and reselect the mode desired. Once one of these buttons is pressed, the software will tell the
hardwarelto’belready’tolacquirelaniimage,’andithe’/Acquire Statusi(trafcllightisignal)willlchangeltolYellow.Whenithel
hardware is ready the status will change to Green. Now the user can re the X-Ray unit.

Once the image data is received it is displayed and a thumbnail of the image is added to the Imstrip.

Each acquire session will be saved as a new study for the Active Patient. The exception to this rule is if the Active
Patient has a study that is not more that 36 hours old. In this case, the user will be asked, upon entering the Acquire

Tab, to append to the last study or start a new one.

The stack contains all the image
manipulation tools, annotation tools and demographic information overlay tools. The stack area can be minimized to
allow the image to have maximum viewing area. Simply click on the collapse/expand buttons.

To apply an enhancement tool from the Toolbox, click on the add button \:’ and select the tool from the list that

appears. This will add the tool to the Stack. The stack performs each tool in order, from top to bottom. Full descriptions
of each tool can be found in the Enhancement Tool Descriptions section of this document.

Grouping Enhancement Tools for future re-use

The user can save the enhancement tools and the adjustments made to those tools so that they can be applied
to other images. To save a group of enhancements tools that are currently in the stack, simply right-click on the
image and select the “Send to...” option form the pop-up menu. The “Transfer Image...” window will open. Click
on the “Grouped Enhancements” button. A pop-up list will appear, and the user should select Save from that list.
The “Grouped Enhancements Label” window will open where the user can assign a name to the new group of
enhancements. Then click OK.

When a new image is opened in the Diagnosis View Tab, the user can click on the “Apply Grouped Enhancements”
button and select the name of the group to apply to the image. The “Apply Grouped Enhancements” button will
remember the last group that was used and show that one at the top of the list until a di erent group is selected.

This grouping also applies to Demographic Information Overlays. Add the Demographic information to the stack and

then right-click on the image. In the “Transfer Image...” window, choose the “Demographic Overlay Template” button.
Enter a name and click OK.

Study View Tab

Once a study of images is captured, they can be viewed in the Study View Tab. If the images were acquired using

one of the Acquisition Templates, then they can be viewed in a prede ned layout that has been designed for that
template. This will allow the user to see the images as if they were in an image chart. Also, the right-hand toolbar can
be minimized to allow for maximum image viewing. The user can also select any study for the active patient from the
Study drop-down list.

Any number of images from any patient or
study can be viewed in this tab. The software will automatically scale and arrange the images, so that they all ton the
screen. The Image Transfer System (discussed next) is the easiest way to get images into the light box.

ViewAll Vet can be set up to run in two (2) modes: Stand-Alone OR Network.

The mode of operation should be decided at the time of installation.

Stand-Alone mode should be used for any installation that will only use one computer to acquire and view images
using ViewAll Vet. Simply select the Stand-Alone mode during the InstallShield window as shown below. No additional
steps are required.

If a network will be used to send images to a PACS server or via teleradiology utilizing DICOM Send, the Stand-Alone
mode is still the one of choice

Network mode should be used for installations where several di erent computers will be used to acquire and view
images with ViewAll Vet.

To have multiple computers connect to ONE ViewAll Vet database, one installation must HOST the database. The Host
computerimust/ALWAYS[belonlandViewAllVetimust/ALWAYSIbelrunning..
